Online Membership Renewals! 
   Your club has developed a "Membership Renewal" button on the upper right corner of your club's Homep-
age on the web.  You can "renew" online, but you cannot begin a "new" membership online.  If your mem-
bership has lapsed for one full year, you must rejoin as a "new" member.  When you click the "Membership 
Renewal" button you will be taken to a page explaining online renewals.  Click on "Buy Now" at the bottom 
AFTER you have filled in your current membership number, type of membership, and name.  To receive 
proper credit your membership number MUST BE CORRECT.  You will need to sign in to your PayPal ac-
count on the page that pops up after you click the Buy Now button.  You may pay with PayPal or any credit 
card you have on file at PayPal.  PayPal will send a detailed payment record to your club's email address 
and to your email address.  Please allow ten days for processing, during which your new member card(s) 
will be mailed to you.  No refunds, so be certain the information you provide is accurate.
