Membership & Board Meeting Notes 
     The November Membership and Board meetings (with 
63 attendees!) were held at the clubhouse on Tuesday, No-
vember 1st. The following actions were discussed and/or 
taken: 

 The first order of business was election of Officers and Directors. Elect-
ed were: Richard Griggs, President; Alex Moske, Secretary; Dave 
Teriaco, Grounds & Equipment; David Wilson, Kitchen & Clubhouse 
Rentals; Chris Donaldson, Ranges; Mark Baldwin, Rental Property Man-
agement & Clubhouse. 

 October Trap brought in $552. October was the final month for Trap this 
year. 

 $1,140 was turned in for clubhouse rentals. One rental is scheduled in 
November, two for December and four for 2023.  

 In October, 34 members signed in for pistol range usage, 49 signed in 
for rifle range usage and the trap range had 39. 

 Two new Memberships have been received. We currently have 386 
adult members. 

 $580 was authorized for the purchase of a .450 Bushmaster to be raf-
fled on Annual Night.  

 Dave Wilson is preparing paperwork for a gun show in 2023. 

 Total Landscaping was hired for snow removal for the 2022-2023 winter 
season.  

     Youth Archery classes-lessons begin in January as do indoor winter ar-
chery leagues.  Printable flyers with times, contact info, and costs are posted 
on our webpage at www.jacksoncountyoutdoorclub.com and on Facebook.

The modular up-
grades cost your club over twenty-six thousand dollars, and that amount 
doesn’t include the “many” hours of labor that director Mark Baldwin and wife 
Char, along with many others, contributed to the project. The modular home 
is now something you and your club can be very proud of owning.
