Board Meeting Notes 
The April General Membership (with 33 attendees) and 
Board meetings were held at the clubhouse on Tuesday, 
April 5th. The following actions were discussed or taken: 

 DNR Officers Tom and Colin attended the meeting 
and answered questions on the status of CWD in 
Michigan, fishing tournaments, trail cameras and out of season nui-
sance animal permits.  

 6  new members attended and were approved.  

 New backstops are being installed on both rifle and pistol ranges this 
week. 

 $950 was turned in for rentals. 15 rentals are currently scheduled for 
2022. 

 Minor repairs will be done on the boat launch dock when the weather 
improves.  

 Mark Baldwin was appointed as Rental Property Management and 
Clubhouse Director. Welcome Mark! 

 $700 was turned in for 2022 boat stickers purchased by Ackerson Lake 
residents.  

 A letter from the Audit Committee was read stating no problems were 
encountered and finances are sound.  

 Repair to the upper level walk sidewalk will need installation of culvert to 
address water drainage issues. 

 Estimates will be secured for adding shrubs along the upper level re-
taining walls as a deterrent. 

 $250 was authorized for petty cash for the monthly pancake breakfast.  

 $160 was authorized for the McFeters’ hotel and parking expenses for 
attendance at the June MUCC annual convention.   

 Retaining “Handy Andy” at $65 per hour for repairs around the property 
was approved. 

 $160 was approved for one year’s work on the webpage by Hawthorne. 

 Up to $400 was authorized to purchase a new Stihl weed whacker. 

 Up to $100 was authorized to replace the light in the Hunter Safety 
room. 

 Petty cash was increased for Archery from $150 to $200.  

 Up to $100 was authorized for food and cleaning supplies for Clean-Up 
day on April 23rd.

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Trout Trails 
Michigan is nationally known as a trout fishing destination with nearly 20,000 miles of 
cold, quality trout streams and hundreds of trout lakes accessible to anglers. With all 
these sites to visit, how does an angler decide where to go? Check out Michigan’s 
Trout Trails, michigan.gov/trouttrails which are biologist-verified great trout waters that 
are often lesser known. This website includes detailed descriptions and photos for 
each site, as well as information for area lodging, restaurants and guide services to 
assist with your trip planning needs. In addition, site-specific information such as the 
trout species available, regulations, stocked or natural reproduction and other note-
worthy tidbits are all at your fingertips!

They are called “invasive species” because they cause environmental or economic 
harm and they are threatening life in the Great Lakes. Unwanted fish, plants and 
mollusks (snails, clams, mussels) move in, multiply and crowd out or kill Michigan’s 
Great Lakes native species. Invasive species are sometimes accidentally intro-
duced by anglers.  

5 Easy Steps you can take to Prevent the Spread of Invasive Species: 

1. Clean boats, trailers, fishing equipment and waders between fishing trips. This 
is called decontamination” and it is similar to washing your hands to prevent the 
spread of germs. We also call this: CLEAN, DRAIN, DRY and DISPOSE! 

2. Do not release bait back into any waterbody whether it is alive OR dead. Dispose of it properly by putting 
unused bait in a garbage can. 

3. After cleaning, allow boats, trailers and other fishing equipment to fully dry for 5 days. This helps to kill 
any small aquatic invasive species that are difficult to see. 

4. Never move fish or fish parts from one body of water to another.  

5. If you suspect an invasive species where you are fishing, go to michigan.gov/invasivespecies for more 
information -- including photos for identification and how to contact the DNR to report what you have 
found!

NO 
shooting on Sunday until noon. Be sure to 

sign-in at the gate and have your club mem-
bership card handy as you may be asked to 
provide it!  Members are allowed to bring 

the same guest(s) up to 3 times per year for a 
non-club activity @ $5.00 per visit per guest. 
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
