JCOC Work Ticket Distribution

The following proposal was presented at the September JCOC Board meeting for review and approval at
the October Board meeting:

A. Tier One for members with less than 25 hours worked.
1. One ticket for each hour worked. Tickets may be used for membership dues reduction and Annual
Night drawing.

B. Tier Two for members earing more than 25 hours worked, or fraction thereof.
1. One ticket for each twenty-five hours worked. If a person works any fraction of a 25 hour period
they will receive one additional ticket. Example: 28 hours equal two tickets, 80 hours equal
four tickets. Tickets may be used for membership dues reduction and Annual Night drawing.

Two drawings will be held on Annual Night. One for members with less than
25 hours worked and one for members with more than 25 hours worked. The
drawing for 25 or less worked hours will be for one of four $25 gift certificates, WAIT!
and the drawing for 25 or more hours worked will be for one of two $50 gift cer-
tificates. A listing of earned worked tickets will be provided to the Membership
Director. Earned tickets need not accompany application for membership renew-
al. Membership Director will be responsible for verifying those claiming work
tickets. Currently work tickets can be used to reduce membership fee at $5 a
ticket up to 15 for individual/family and up to 4 for senior individual/family.
